G U I D E L I N E S
Our intent is to stage a mass of Mesemb plants to see what is being grown. Many growers do not particularly enjoy competitive shows, and therefore we are never able to see, short of visiting their collections, what they grow. Pots for the non-competitive classes may contain as many plants as you like, i.e. pots of seedlings or pans of lithops are equally welcome. Class 44 is designated an area for unnamed plants, or plants whose identity you may doubt; we hope that there will be sufficient "experts" gathered to name or confirm names of plants in this grouping.

1.
All entries of exhibits must be made on the official entry form which signifies acceptance of these guidelines and must reach the show manager not later than Thursday, 27th September 2018.

2.
All entries must be staged by 11.00 am (event opening time) on Saturday 29th September 2018; exhibits must be placed in accordance with the Show Manager's instructions.  Exhibitors will be given cards to identify the exhibits/exhibitors which are to be placed under the pots or trays. Please clearly show the the name of the species either on the label or the entry card or both.

3.
Whilst every precaution will be taken, the event organisers will accept no liability for loss, theft or damage to plants or other property brought to the event.

4.
There is no limit to the number of exhibits per class, but only plants belonging to the Mesembryanthemaceae family are eligible.  Members wishing to exhibit any other suculent plants must seek prior permission from the Show Secretary.  Please let the Show Secretary know if you have exhibits larger than might be expected, e.g. trays of plants.

5.
Members' plant sales: Plant sales space will be charged at £20 per 6 foot table (half tables @ £10), bookable and payable for in advance.  No plant sales will be allowed unless already booked.  For those who will have only a few trays of plants to sell, we suggest you contact someone who will be booking at least half a table and make arrangements with them.  Each seller will be responsible for the sales of their own plants. There are a limited number of tables available.
